Penrith City LGA's First 
Nations population is 
significantly younger 
than the non-indigenous 
population.

The median age for First 
Nations people in Penrith 
LGA is 22, while the 
median age of the 
broader LGA is 35.

67% of our First Nations population live with their 
family, this is higher than the Penrith City LGA.
Within our First Nations population, there are 
more one-parent families but less lone-person 
households than the Penrith City LGA.
