Young Citizen of the Year:

Awarded to a young person aged 24
years or younger, who has contributed
most significantly to the City of Penrith
over a number of years, providing
outstanding community service and/

or attaining outstanding achievement in
academics, sport, arts, or charity work. The
recipient needs to be a Penrith resident.

Mayor’s Local Heroes Award:

Awarded to the person or persons

who has contributed most significantly
to the City of Penrith demonstrating
commitment and involvement in
activities that have led to the betterment
of the people within the Penrith

community. The recipient/s need to be a
Penrith resident, there’s no age limit.

Making A Difference -
Community Service Award:

Awarded to the person or persons who
have shown outstanding dedication
and contribution to one or more

areas that has led to the betterment
of the quality of life of others in the
City of Penrith community in areas
such as volunteering, charitable work,
supported the community during
emergencies/noturol disasters,
championing environmental initiatives,
made a contribution in the sporting
arena, or provided exceptional
community leadership. For this award
the recipient/s does not need to reside
in the Penrith Local Government Area.
There is no age limit.
